VOLUNTEER FAQs

What do your volunteers do?

In exchange for observing in the clinic, PAPT volunteers provide typical aide duties.  Please see the list of Volunteer Duties for a specific list of what will be expected of you during your time here.

Do I have to be a PT student to apply?

We accept high school students, college students, athletic trainers, dance instructors, fitness instructors and more.  What we look for are people with a background in dance and performance who will best understand our targeted population.

How many hours does PAPT require?

PAPT volunteers have a minimum of 25 hours to fulfill which are usually spread out over five or six weeks.  Shifts can last anywhere from 2 to 8 hours, based on mutual need and availability.

When can I come in?

When you send in your application, be sure to include the specific days and hours you want to come in.  Our volunteer coordinator will do her best to accommodate your schedule with ours.  Based on your application and availability, she may contact you to come in for an orientation to the clinic and schedule your volunteer hours.

What should I wear to the clinic?

Our dress code here is business casual.  You should be comfortable in what you are wearing, but make sure you are covered.  No low cut tops, ripped jeans, or open toed shoes.

Should I bring anything with me?

If you are here to observe our therapists, it would be a good idea to bring a notebook to write down questions.  We are happy to answer questions, but we prefer to do it between patient sessions or over a lunch break, not during treatment times.

I can’t make it to the monthly orientation.  What should I do?

All volunteers must attend an orientation before beginning their hours.  As these monthly meetings are the best fit for our therapists, if you cannot attend one month you may have to wait until the following month.  If you are under time constraints for school requirements, let us know and we might be able to schedule a time for you.  However, due to the full schedules of our therapists, we cannot guarantee this will be possible.
